Class registration for international exchange students is required upon their arrival in Shimane.

Registration period is the beginning of each semester. All international students must enroll for a
minimum of 10 hours of class (six courses) for a week as required by Japanese immigration regulations.
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Subjects for International Exchange Students (Graduate)
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Graduate-level exchange students (Special Auditing Students) take courses mainly on their majors.
Many of the classes are provided in Japanese, but some classes are available in English depending on the

field.
Japanese language credit courses for international students are not available for graduate students. For

those who wish to improve their Japanese proficiency, Japanese Language Supplementary Classes are

offered.

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The class focuses on a special theme in British Literature, on which students produce a Master's level

essay.
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Among the regular classes, Shimane University gives two special graduate degree courses for
International Students, which lectures and classes are given in English only.
Exchange students in graduate level of the fields (“Special Auditing Students —graduate”) may take
some classes from this courses.
